ADDITIONAL POLICE FOR THE YARRA VALLEY
Member for Evelyn, Christine Fyffe MP, has welcomed Victoria Police’s announcement of new police, especially for the Yarra Valley.

The Coalition Government is delivering on its commitment to make Victoria safer with 600 additional police officers being allocated across the state in 2011-2.
The Eastern Region will get 66 of these new officers, with 11 new police officers going into the greater Yarra Valley (Manningham, Maroondah, Knox, Yarra Valley) in the next year.

On top of this, 100 additional transit police will be present on metropolitan trains to fight rising trends of assaults, thefts and drunkenness on public transport.
“11 years of neglect by the former Government has left Victoria with the fewest frontline police per person than any other state in Australia,” Mrs Fyffe said.

Mrs Fyffe said this announcement by Victoria Police would be followed by the rollout of further police over the next four years.

“Real action, such as this announcement, proves that we are getting on with the job of delivering 1 700 new police officers during our first term of Government,” Mrs Fyffe said.

“The best way to combat assaults, the best way to combat thefts, the best way to fight crime in the Yarra Valley is to put police out on the frontline, and that’s exactly what we are doing,” Mrs Fyffe said.
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
