LILYDALE PRIMARY SCHOOL GETS OLD POLICE STATION
The Coalition Government has given Lilydale Primary School the old Lilydale Police Station, after nearly two years of lobbying.
Member for Evelyn, Christine Fyffe MP, has welcomed the move. Mrs Fyffe has been appealing to former Education Ministers since 2009 for the land transfer to take place.

Some of the buildings at the decommissioned police site, adjacent to Lilydale Primary, will be redeveloped into a hands-on learning centre. These buildings, including the cells, will house interactive science and cooking classes.

The majority of the buildings will be demolished to provide some much needed outdoor recreation space for the students.

Due to the capacity constraints at Lilydale Primary, enrolments have been capped at around 400 students for the past 10 years.

“This has been an obvious move for the Government for some time, and I am glad that common sense has finally prevailed,” Mrs Fyffe said.

“This means the school can lift their enrolment cap, which will allow more children to receive the first-rate education the staff at Lilydale Primary have to offer,” Mrs Fyffe said.
Principal Tom Bege is delighted with the result, and is looking forward to new learning and playing environments for the students.
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
