COALITION RELEASES KEY PAPER INTO SMART METERS ENQUIRY
Minister for Energy and Resources, the Hon Michael O’Brien MP, has released the Issues Paper for the enquiry into the Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI) or “smart meters” program, and has invited submissions on the program from the public.
At the direction of the Coalition Government, the Department of Treasury and Finance is currently undertaking an independent cost-benefit review of the AMI program.

Member for Evelyn, Christine Fyffe MP, has welcomed the move from the Coalition Government, which will help Victorians to have their say on the future of smart meters.

“The former Labor Government did not listen to the Auditor-General, nor did they listen to the Victorian people about the smart meter rollout, which has led to a severe lack of confidence in the program,” Mrs Fyffe said.

“We in the Coalition went into the last election promising transparency in Government, and this is just one example of us delivering on that commitment,” Mrs Fyffe said.

“I would encourage anyone with concerns about smart meters to examine the issues paper, and to make a submission to the review,” Mrs Fyffe said.

This public consultation and review of the AMI program follows on from a petition organized by the Coalition prior to last year’s election.
