AMBULANCE FEES HALVED FOR VICTORIANS
As of 1 July, all Victorians will now pay half price for ambulance membership fees.
Member for Evelyn, Christine Fyffe MP, has welcomed the move from the Baillieu Coalition Government. Halving ambulance fees was a key election promise by the Coalition.
A family subscription has gone down from $150 to $75, while a singles subscription has gone down from $75 to $37.50.

“This cut in fees is a real relief on cost of living pressures for the two million ambulance members across Victoria,” Mrs Fyffe said.
“At just 10c a day for singles and 20c a day for families, I would strongly encourage everyone to purchase an ambulance membership,” Mrs Fyffe said.
