New rescue appliance for Wandin CFA

Wandin CFA will be better equipped to deal with the threat of fire thanks to the delivery of a new rescue appliance.

Member for Evelyn Christine Fyffe, representing Deputy Premier and Minister for Police and Emergency Services Peter Ryan, said the new $500,000 unit replaced an out dated appliance commissioned into service in 1965.

“This new unit will be an invaluable resource to Wandin CFA and the Yarra Valley region,” Ms Fyffe said. 

“It has a custom built body and is fitted out with the latest rescue and medical equipment including a defibrillation unit to ensure the highest standard of emergency service.

“It also has a large engine capacity, providing greater power to drive in the Yarra Valley and compliments the newly extended Wandin fire station which was complete earlier in the year.”

Ms Fyffe said the recent fire station works included larger training facilities, upgraded change rooms, a bigger car park, realigned engine bay, multipurpose room for use by local community groups, wheelchair access and new audio visual equipment.

“CFA gains its strength from the commitment, selflessness, professionalism, bravery and tenacity of volunteers and Wandin’s dedicated members have showcased this for the past 68 years.” Ms Fyffe said
The State Government is investing $65.8 million towards 60 new or upgraded CFA stations and rolling out 101 new firefighting vehicles this financial year alone as part of an overall commitment to build and upgrade 250 CFA stations across Victoria by November 2014.

Wandin’s new appliance was funded through the CFA’s replacement vehicle capital works program.
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
