WARBURTON RAIL TRAIL PEDESTRIAN LIGHTS IN MOUNT EVELYN GETS GREEN LIGHT

Christine Fyffe MP, together with Edward O’Donohue MLC, today announced $409 000 in funding for a new signalled pedestrian crossing at the Warburton Rail Trail across Lilydale-Monbulk Road, Mount Evelyn.

“I have been pushing for this crossing since 2002 and I am pleased that, finally, trail users and locals alike will be able to safely cross this section of road,” Mrs Fyffe said.

“The Baillieu Government has approved this project in only 12 months, while Labor failed to provide after more than eight years of lobbying,” Mrs Fyffe said.

The crossing will include pedestrian-operated lights across Lilydale-Monbulk Road coupled with flashing warning signs to alert motorists to the pedestrian crossing, as well a zebra crossing across the service road.

The funding will also provide for an upgrade of the existing bus stop, with a new platform and improved access for bus passengers.

“My thanks goes to Mark Varmalis, Director of Engineering and Environment at Yarra Ranges Council, who has been working tirelessly to get the pedestrian crossing off the ground,” Mrs Fyffe said.

Works are scheduled to start in March 2012, with completion due in April 2012.
