MEMBER FOR EVELYN CALLS FOR 10/50 RULE TO BE INTRODUCED AS QUICKLY AS POSSIBLE IN YARRA RANGES
Christine Fyffe MP is calling on the Minister for Planning, the Hon Matthew Guy MLC, to extend the 10/50 rule to landowners in the Yarra Ranges to make it consistent with state-wide bushfire planning provisions.
“I supported the introduction of the 10/30 rule and I support the introduction of the 10/50 rule,” Mrs Fyffe said.
“The best firefighting tool we have is planning and reduction of fuel loads,” Mrs Fyffe said.

“I ask the Minister for Planning to amend the existing planning provisions and extend the new 10/50 rule to the Yarra Ranges,” Mrs Fyffe said.
The new 10/50 rule is an extension of the 10/30 rule, which allows landowners with areas covered by the new Bushfire Management Overlay to remove all vegetation within 10m and all undergrowth within 50m of a dwelling.

Currently, the 10/30 rule applies to landowners in 58 cities and shires across Victoria, including the Yarra Ranges. The 10/50 rule only applies to properties covered by the new Bushfire Management Overlay.
